What Are Prepositions? 

Prepositions are words that specify time, place, and direction. 

There are 3 types of prepositions.

Time Prepositions – define time.  Examples:   In - At - On - For - During - While - Until 
Place Propositions – clarify the location someone or something.  Examples:  In - Around - On - At - Behind - Between
Direction prepositions – show where a subject is headed.  Examples:  To - Toward - Into - Onto
